4. Vision can lead to success 

Constructing your life is a serious project, because you can only live once. It is more serious 

and great than climbing Mount Everest, because this is your life, a different life, and you are 

responsible for your life. We must have a clear vision of what kind of person we will become 

in the future and what work we will accomplish for God, and build our lives step by step every 

day based on this vision.
